Notice from the Michigan State Disbursement Unit Regarding Child Support Payments
Michigan law now requires that the Michigan State Disbursement Unit (MiSDU) send payments to child support recipients electronically. Electronic disbursement of child support means that a recipient must choose to receive support payments by direct deposit into a checking or savings account of the recipient’s choice, or by a U.S. Bank® ReliaCard® Visa® debit card.

If a recipient wishes to receive the ReliaCard Visa debit card, the recipient does not need to take any action.  The recipient will be automatically enrolled, and a debit card will be sent to the recipient within 30 days. If the recipient wishes to have child support payments directly deposited into a checking or savings account of the recipient’s choice, the recipient must return a direct deposit authorization form within 21 days of the date on the most recent child support check.

The law permits limited exceptions to electronic disbursement of child support.

The exceptions are:

· Physical or mental disability barrier

· Language or literacy barrier

· Distance of 30 miles or more between your home or work and your bank or the closest ATM

Requests for exceptions are subject to verification.
